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3LANDSCAPE MASTER PLAN
85 Hayes Road South - Lake Boga

This Landscape Master Plan outlines a framework for the development 
of the public realm within the proposed residential subdivision at 85 
Hayes Road South, Lake Boga.

The landscape master plan has been developed in response to the 
existing site features, cultural heritage, the proposed engineering 
response to the site and with consideration of long term sustainability 
and efficient ongoing maintenance. 

OBJECTIVES

The objective of the landscape design is to provide a functional and 
visually pleasing setting for the surrounding residential development. 
It has been designed to complement and connect with the local and 
historical character of the site.
Specific considerations include:
• Building a sense of identity and a design unique to Lake Boga, to 

be identified as a cohesive residential development; 
• The preservation, integration and enhancement of existing site 

features, with particular consideration of the site topography and 
its relationship with Lake Boga;

• Enhancement of the existing water edge condition and facilitation 
of access to the water edge; 

• A respect for the site’s Aboriginal heritage; and
• Provision of a safe environment for residents and visitors.

ABORIGINAL CULTURAL HERITAGE

There are identified areas of Aboriginal cultural heritage within the 
site. In the first instance, landscape works will be avoided where 
possible within these sites. Where works are required, they will  
be undertaken in accordance with the endorsed Cultural Heritage 
Management Plan. This generally includes:
• Non-disturbance of the existing surface
• Installation of geo-fabric over the existing surface
• Building up upon this geo-fabric where planting and pathways are 

required.

KEY COMPONENTS

The master plan has been broken down into the following key 
elements:
